Bills are accurately coded and accurately reflect the services provided
(as documented in the medical records)

— Documentation is being completed correctly
— Services or items provided are reasonable and necessary
Any incentives for unnecessary services exist
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How Many Charts?

* Five to ten per Federal Payer

Documentation

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Coding and Billing

Billing for items or services not rendered or not provided
as claimed

— Billing for laser treatments when the practice does not own a
laser

» Submitting claims that are not reasonable and necessary
as warranted by the patients documented medical
condition

* Double billing

— Submitting a claim twice
— Submitting a claim for a service that is also submitted by another
entity

* Billing for non-covered services as though covered

— Billing for a preventive visit with an office visit code
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Coding and Billing

» Knowing misuse of provider identification numbers
— Billing for non-credentialed services as though performed by a

credential physician
Unbundling

— Includes the misuse of modifiers to obtain separate payment for

bundled services
Misuse of modifiers
Clustering

— Caoding or charging one or two mid level codes under the
philosophy that some will be higher services and some will be
lower, but the average will be correct

Upcoding

— Billing a higher E&M service than is documented or supported by

medical necessity
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Medical Necessity

* Necessary for the diagnosis or treatment of an illness or
injury or to improve the functioning of a malformed body
member. 42 USC 1395(a) (1) (A)

+ Safe and effective

* Not experimental or investigational

» Appropriate, including the duration and frequency that is
considered appropriate for the service.

This is not the same as Medical Decision
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Documentation

» Medical record can be used to validate
— Site of service
— Appropriateness of the services provided
— Accuracy of the billing
— Identity of the caregiver
* “The CPT and ICD-9 codes reported on the health insurance claims

forms should be supported by documentation in the medical record.

The primary authority for all coverage provisions and subsequent
policies is (the Act). Contractors use Medicare policies in the form
of regulations, NCDs, coverage provisions in interpretive manuals,
and LMRPs to apply the provisions of the Act.

“The Act” is the Social Security Act that established Medicare

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NCD'’s

* NCDs are developed by CMS to describe the circumstances for Medicare
coverage for a specific medical service procedure or device. NCDs generally
outline the conditions for which a service is considered to be covered (or not
covered) under 81862(a)(1) of the Act or other applicable provisions of the
Act. NCDs are usually issued as a program instruction. Once published in a
CMS program instruction, an NCD is binding on all M edicare carriers,
Fls, Quality Improvement Organizations, Program Saf  eguard
Contractors (PSCs) and Medicare+Choice organization s. NCDs made
under §1862(a)(1) of the Act are binding on Adminis  trative Law Judges
(ALJ) during the claim appeal process.  (PIM13.1.1)
